Art Supplies

PORTABLE SMALL TRAVEL EASEL – Pocade Box is best.  Be sure you can carry all of your equipment compactly.  Try a backpack or luggage carrier on wheels.  You should be able to fit your entire painting system into a backpack. 

CANVAS -  Gessoed masonite or canvas on foam core (lighter weight). Bring only small panels 8x10 or 9x12 or smaller.  You can also paint on cut pieces of canvas that you tape to a large panel. It is good to use a drying agent like Win-Gel by Winsor Newton, comes in a tube, this will help your paintings dry quicker so you can stack them or roll them up to go home. If you plan on doing this bring a roll of wax paper to put between them.

WET PAINTING CARRIER – Whatever you normally use, again keep it small and compact.

ODORLESS MINERAL SPIRITS – You can carry Gamsol from Gamblin in your suitcase.  Be sure however to have an info sheet from Gamblin about its flash point.  Art in the Aspens will have mineral spirits at the Hacienda for your convenience for $10 for the week.

LEAK PROOF BRUSH WASHER AND TURP HOLDER: Take the lid off of your turp holder, the pressure on the plane can destroy the rubber seal. 

MISCELLAINIOUS- Paper towels or a couple of good rags (old towels work well) that you can use all week and then dispose of.  Plastic bags for garbage.
BRUSHES – A good variety whatever you prefer.

PAINTS -  Kim’s suggested palette is on his page on the website.  Take your tubes of paint out of your pochade box and put them in a separate plastic container or quart size plastic zip lock.
www.artaspens.com.  You can bring whatever you are used to working with.  Again travel light; you can mix great colors without having all of them.
