One that is compact and easy to set up, and will be fairly sturdy in the wind.    A painting umbrella is optional but I suggest you try to fit one in if you can, better to have one than not.  

Canvases or canvas boards, bring what you’re comfortable painting on.  I don’t generally take canvases larger than 12x16 on these trips.  Most comfortable for me are 11x14, 10x12, 9x12 and 8x10.  I always throw in plenty of 6x8’s for quick studies.  It’s better to have more than not enough.  You may want to consider taping some canvases to a board to save space and weight.  I use:

Palette knife and scraper for cleaning your palette

View Finder 

Plastic or paper trash bags

Bug repellent and sunscreen for painting outside
